OZET:

Tasarimda loft mekan anlayist ve bu mekanlarin olusum kosullari, kaynak
arastirmas1 ve fotograf cekimi yontemlerinden yararlanilarak tez calismasinin
konusunu olusturmaktadir. Loft mekanlar, tarihsel siire¢ icerisinde bi¢im, anlam ve

0zne diizeyinde, olusum tiirlerine ve kullanim sekillerine gore irdelenmislerdir.

Sanayi Devrimi sonrasinda Avrupa ve Amerika’da dokme demir konstriiksiyon ve
celik karkas binalara yogun bir ilginin bagladigi 19. yiizyil sonlart ve 20. yilizyil
baslarinda, ekonomik faaliyetlerin yogun oldugu liman kentlerinde konumlanan, tek
alanda boliintiisiiz serbest plana sahip ve yliksek tavanli mekanlar olan atdlye, depo

ya da diger hafif endiistriyel amacli yapilar loft konut anlayisinin kokenidirler.

20. yiizy1l ortalarinda, ilk defa New York kentinin Manhattan Bolgesi’nde olusarak
yayginlagsan, kokeni endistriyel yapilar olan loft mekanlar, yeni kullanicilar
sayesinde kendilerine farkli islevler yiiklenerek donistiiriiliip, konumlandiklari
bolgelerin sosyo ekonomik ve Kkiiltiirel kodlarin1 da degistirmislerdir. Yeni
yerlesiklerinin mekansal ve ekonomik avantajlart nedeniyle alternatif bir konut
anlayis1 baglaminda tercih ettikleri loft, zamanla 6zerk bir tasarim bi¢imi haline

gelerek, kiiltiirel bir tiiketim nesnesi olmustur.

Bu calisma igerisinde Oncelikle loft terimi, kavramsal ve bigimsel olarak irdelenerek,
resimler yardimiyla tiirlerine gore tanimlanmistir. Sonraki bdliimde ise mekansal
Ogeleri baglaminda fizyolojik, psikolojik ve sosyolojik gdstergeler diizeyinde analiz

edilmisgtir.

Sosyal ve mekansal doniisiim kosullar1 ve bu doniisiimde aktif olan aktorler
tanimlanirken, loft mekan anlayisinin kiiresel diizeyde edindigi sosyo kiiltiirel anlam
baglaminda belirleyici bir kent olan New York metropolii referans olarak alinmistir.
Kentsel doniisiim siirecinde etkili olan soylulastirma kavrami tanimlanarak;
Tiirkiye’de loft olusumunun goriintiilerini yeterli diizeyde ifade eden, kendine 6zgii
bir metropol kent olan Istanbul’da, 1980’li yillardan itibaren yasanmakta olan
mekansal doniisiimiin analizi yapilmistir. Istanbul’daki loft mekanlar arasindan

secilmis 6rneklem grup, son boliimde fotograflarla ve alint1 resimlerle tanitilmistir.
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ABSTRACT

Loft space concept in design and resources research on conditions to create these
environments, with the help of taking pictures, constitutes the subject of this thesis
study. Loft spaces are analyzed in their historical evolution according to their forms

and meanings; also in subjective level according to their creational types and usage.

After the Industrial Revolution, nearly at the end of 19th century and the beginning
of 20th century when cast iron construction and the buildings with steel frame were
very popular in Europe and USA; in the port cities where economical attractions
happened intensely, spaces which were non-divided in one section with free plan and
high ceilings, were being used as workplace and storage. These light industrial
places were the mainstays of loft space concept.

In the middle of 20th century, usage of these industrial places as loft spaces by their
new occupants with new functions was becoming highly common in Manhattan,
New York City. This new life style also changed socio-economic and cultural codes
of these neighborhoods. People have preferred the loft places as alternative homes
because of their space wise and economical advantages. By time these spaces
became a unique design type and as a result they turned out to be cultural

consumption objects.

In this study the term loft is mainly analyzed through its concept and form; also it is
described according to its types by the help of using pictures about the mentioned
type. In the following section it is analyzed according to physiological,

psychological and sociological signs on living spaces.

In the description of social and living space transformation conditions and the actors
effecting this transformation, New York metropolis has been chosen as a reference

to specify the loft space concept and its socio-cultural meaning globally.



By explaining the term ‘gentrification’ that shaped the transformation period of city
life, the metropolis city Istanbul which shows the clearest loft concept development
in Turkey since 1980s, has been chosen to analyze the space transformation. In the
last section some selected examples of loft places in Istanbul have been presented

with some pictures and adapted figures.
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
