GUNEY SiBiRYA TURK DESTANLARINDA MEKAN VE
ZAMAN SEMBOLIZMi

[k yurtlar1 Orta Asya olan Tiirkler yiiksek bir kiiltiir ve uygarlik olusturmuslar,
buradan farkli cografyalara yayilmislardir. Tiirk kiltiirii, Tirk toplumunun ortak
diisiinceleriyle sekillenmistir. Kolektif tefekkiiriin en ylice eseri hikmettir ve Tiirkler
kendi hikmetlerini olusturabilmislerdir. Diinya goriisii olmasi sebebiyle hikmet,
kozmogoniyle de iligkilidir. Tiirklerin kendilerine ait en eski kozmolojisine gore
kainatin tiim tezahiirleri, Yer ve Gogiin temsil ettigi iki evrensel nefesten olusan bir
sistemdir. Buna “evrenselci dikotomi” denir. Iki ilkenin olusturdugu bu sistem,
zitliklarin  uyumlu birligine dayanir ve buna gore Diinya, Yer ve Gogiin
birlesiminden olugmus bir biitlindiir. Tiirk diisiincesinin temel anlayist olan
evrenselci dikotomi, diinya goriisii olmasindan dolayr anlatilara da yansimistir.
Evrensel iki ilke Tiirk destanlarinda ytizeydeki konunun alt katmanlarinda semboller
aracilifi ile barindigindan, varligi ancak semboller c¢oziimlenip, birbirleriyle
baglantis1 kuruldugunda anlasilmaktadir. Tiirk mitolojik anlatilarinda ayni 6zden
gelen evrensel iki ilkenin mekana ve zamana dair gercgeklestirdigi yaratimlar,
kahraman ve karsi-kahramanlarin miicadelesi iizerinden verilir. iki ilke tanrisal giicii
temsilen ¢esitli bicimlerde goriilebilir. Goriiniirdeki miicadele sonunda daima bir
yaratim gerceklesir. Onlar birlikte dengeyi saglayarak, kozmosu kurarlar ve yagami
stirdiirtirler.  Bu ¢alismada Giiney Sibirya Tiirk destanlarinda mekan ve zaman
sembolizmi, Tiirk halklar1 olan Altay, Hakas, Sor ve Tuvalara ait destan drnekleri
iizerinde incelenmis, mekan ve zamana dair sembol c¢oziimlemeleri yapilarak,
anlatilar evrensel iki ilkeli sistem baglaminda ele alinmistir.

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ABSTRACT

SYMBOLISM OF SPACE AND TIME IN EPICS OF SOUTH
SIBERIAN TURKS

The Turks, whose first homeland was Central Asia, built high culture and
civilization and spread to different geographies from here. Turkish culture has been
shaped by the common thoughts of Turkish society. The Turks managed to create
their own wisdom, the highest work of collective contemplation. Since it is a kind of
worldview, wisdom is also related to cosmogony. As per the oldest cosmology of the
Turks, all manifestations of the universe are a system consisting of two universal
principles represented by the earth and the sky and this is called “universalist
dichotomy”. This system formed by two principles is based on the harmonious unity
of opposites. In this context, the world is also a unity consisting of the combination
of the earth and the sky. The universalist dichotomy, which is the fundamental
understanding of Turkish philosophy, is also reflected in the narratives as it is a
worldview. Since the two universal principles in Turkish epics are embedded with
the symbols in the deeper layers of the apparent subject, their existence comes to
light only when the symbols are analyzed and associated with each other. In Turkish
mythological narratives, the creations of two universal principles, which have the
same sources, regarding space and time, are explained through the struggle of heroes
and anti-heroes. The two principles can be seen in various forms representing divine
power. At the end of the apparent struggle, there is always a creation. Together they
balance the cosmos and sustain life. In this study, the symbolism of space and time in
the epics of South Siberian Turks was examined through the examples of epics
belonging to the Turkic peoples Altai, Khakas, Shor and Tuvas, and the narratives
were discussed in the context of a universal two-principle system by analyzing
symbols of space and time.
