OZET

Koken olarak eski Yunan’da eu:giizel, tanasium: 6liim olarak karsimiza ¢ikan
Otenazi, katlanilamayacak acilar ¢eken ve iyilesme ihtimali bulunmayan bir kisinin
rizasi ile acilarina son verilmek amaciyla hekim araciligiyla gerek tedavinin
sonlandirilarak gerekse aktif bir hareketle yasamina son verilmesidir. Tanimdan da
anlayabilecegimiz gibi Otenazi uygulamasi aktif olabilecegi gibi pasifte

olabilmektedir. Otenazinin tipleri farkl iilkelerde farkl yasal uygulamalara tabiidir.

Yasam hakki en basit tanimiyla kisinin diger haklarini kullanabilmek i¢in var
olan en temel insan hakk1 olarak tanimlanmaktadir. Otenazi uygulamasi ise yasam
hakkina aykirilik teskil eden konulardan biridir. Otenazi bazi metinlerde “lme
hakki” olarak karsimiza c¢iksa da yasam hakki karsisinda kabul edilebilirligi
noktasinda tartigmalar devam etmektedir. Ayrica hasta haklar1 bakimindan da

Otenazi ile ilgili tartismalar bulunmaktadir.

Devletler i¢ hukuklarinda 6tenazi uygulamasinin sug¢ olarak diizenlenmesi
konusunda farkli ideolojiler ¢ercevesinde hareket etmektedir. Bazi devletler bunu
tamamen yasaklarken, bazilari siki sartlara tabi tutmakta, bazilar1 ise bunu bir hak

olarak tanimakta ve serbest birakmaktadir.

Tiirk Hukuku bakimindan ise 6tenazi uygulamasina iliskin gerek uygulama
gerekse teorik acidan farkli goriisler bulunmaktadir. Ceza hukuku bakimindan
Otenazi yasal zeminde sug teskil eden bir eylem olmakla birlikte uygulamada pasif
otenazinin gerekliligi konusunda ve uygulanmasi bakimindan bir takim goriisler

oldugunu sdylemek yerinde olacaktir.
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ABSTRACT

Euthanasia, which was originally defined as eu: beautiful, tanasium: death in
ancient Greece. Euthanasia is the execution of death by a physician in order to end
the pain of a person who has unbearable pain and is not likely to recover. There are
two types of euthanasia, active and passive. Different countries have different legal
practices for euthanasia.

In its simplest definition, the right to life is the most basic human right that
exists in order to exercise other rights of the person. Euthanasia is a situation that is
against the right to life. Euthanasia is defined as "the right to die” in some sources.
Discussions were continued about it’s acceptance against the right to life. There are

also discussions about euthanasia in terms of patient rights.

Countries have regulations with regard to euthanasia in their domestic laws.
While some countries prohibit this completely, some countries subject it to strict

conditions, others accept it as a right and release it.

In Turkish Law, there are different opinions regarding euthanasia in terms of
both practice and theory. Euthanasia is not included in the laws of Turkish Criminal
Law. However, there are different opinions regarding passive euthanasia in

practice. Some eole says this is necessary, while others strongly rejects it.
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
