Miisliman diinyasinda son zamanlardaki énemli zorluklardan birisi de Ortadogu ve
Kuzey Afrika'da “Arap Bahar1” olarak gosteriler olmustur. Aralik 2010'un sonlarinda
Tunus'taki protestolar, diger iilkelere yayilmadan once Cezayir, Urdiin, Misir ve
Yemen'i etkileyen bir karmaga dalgasini baglatmigtir. Bu iilkeler arasinda hiikiimet ve
isyanct giicler arasinda en yogun catismalarin yasandigi Suriye'de i¢ savasla
sonuclanmustir. I¢ savasla birlikte Suriye, komsu iilkeler ve kiiresel giiglerin de
katilimiyla etnik, dini ve mezhepsel bir savas alan1 haline gelmistir. Savas sonucunda
cok sayida insan yasamini yitirmis ve bir¢ogu da bagka iilkelere go¢ etmek zorunda
birakilmigtir. Suriye'nin komsusu olarak Tiirkiye, Suriye savasindan en ¢ok etkilenen
tilke olmustur. 911 kilometrelik ortak kara sinir1 nedeniyle dogrudan giivenlik
tehdidine ek olarak, Tiirkiye su anda yaklagik dort milyon Suriyeli miilteciye ev
sahipligi yapmaktadir. Dolayisiyla bu ¢alisma, Tiirkiye'nin giivenliginin krizden nasil
zarar gordiiglinii analiz etmektedir. Calisma, genel olarak Ortadogu'daki ve ozel
olarak Suriye'deki son gelismeleri incelemektedir. Ardindan, krizin Tiirkiye'nin
giivenligi icin mevcut siyasi, askeri ve sosyal sonuglarini ayrintili olarak analiz

ediyor.
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ABSTRACT

One of the recent challenges in the Muslim world has been a series of demonstrations
across the Middle East and North Africa, known as the “Arab Spring", started in
2010s. The protests in Tunisia in late December 2010 spurred a wave of unrest that
struck Algeria, Jordan, Egypt, and Yemen, before spreading to other countries.
Among these countries, Syria underwent the most intense clashes between the
government and rebel forces resulted in a civil war. With the civil war, Syria has
become the venue for an ethnic, religious, and sectarian war, with the involvement of
neighboring countries and global powers. As a result of the war, many people died,
and many were forced to migrate to other countries. As a neighbor of Syria, Turkey
became the country most affected by the crisis. In addition to the direct security
threat because of its 911-kilometer land border, Turkey currently hosts nearly four
million Syrian refugees. This study, therefore, analyzes how Turkey’s security was
damaged by the crisis. The study examines recent developments in the Middle East
in general and in Syria specifically. It then analyzes in detail the current political,

military, social implications of the crisis for Turkey’s security.
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
