Bu tez calismasinda Tiirk Ceza Kanunu’nun 158/1-f maddesinde diizenlenen bilisim
sistemlerinin arag olarak kullanilmasi suretiyle dolandiricilik sucu incelenmistir. Bu baglamda
oncelikle bilisim ve bilisim sistemleri kavramlari derinlemesine incelenmis, takip eden
boliimlerde ise dolandiricilik sugunun temel haline iligkin agiklamalardan sonra inceleme

konumuz nitelikli hal ele alinmistir.

Gelisen bilisim teknolojileri diger suglarda oldugu gibi dolandiricilik sugunu da
yontem ve etki alani acisindan etkilemistir. Sosyal medya kullaniminin yayginlagmasi,
elektronik ticaretin hizla artmasi, bankacilik islemlerinin internet temelli hale gelmesi
dolandiricilik fiillerinin yayginlagsmasina da Sebebiyet vermistir. Bu tez ¢alismasinda bilisim

sistemleri ile baglantili diger suglar da karsilagtirmali olarak incelenmistir.

Bilisim sistemlerinin sagladigi imkanlar dolandiricilik sugunda biiyliik 6nem arz eden
“hile” unsurunun bagka bir boyuta taginmasina da sebebiyet vermistir. Bu durum ceza adaleti
uygulamacilarina teknolojik gelismeleri takip ve bu gelisime uyum saglama sorumlulugu

dogurmaktadir.
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ABSTRACT

This thesis focuses on the analysis of the crime of fraud committed using information systems
as a tool, as regulated by Article 158/1-f of the Turkish Penal Code. The study begins by
delving into the concepts of informatics and information systems. Subsequently, the basic
form of fraud is explained, followed by an in-depth discussion on the specific form related to
the subject of this research.

The advent of advancing information technologies has had a profound impact on fraud,
influencing both its methods and scope. The widespread use of social media, the proliferation
of electronic commerce, and the transition of banking transactions to online platforms have
facilitated the proliferation of fraudulent activities. This thesis also comparatively examines
other crimes related to information systems.

The capabilities offered by information systems have further expanded the "deception”
element, which holds significant importance in the crime of fraud, into a new dimension.
Consequently, criminal justice practitioners bear the responsibility of monitoring and adapting
to technological advancements.
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
