Ev, barinma birimi olarak ortaya ¢iktig1 giinden giiniimiize kadar farkli toplumsal ve
kiiltiirel birikimleri icermis ve her donem ihtiyaclarina farkli cevaplar vermistir.
Konut mekani, toplumsal yap1 ve aligkanliklardan, kiiltiirel birikimlerden ve tarih
icerisindeki olaylardan etkilenmistir. Insanin farkinda olmadan yasamin,
aligkanliklarini, tercihlerini yani kisacas1 giindelik hayatin1  yansittigi  ve
bigimlendirdigi yer evidir. Covid-19 pandemisi ile hayatimiza giren yeni aligkanlik
ve yasam tarzinin ilk etki alan1 da bu kapsamda evler olmustur. Bu ¢alismanin amaci,
ev igerisindeki gegis mekanlarinin pandemi ile gegirdigi dontisiimiin ele alinmasi ve
evin degisen smirlariyla birlikte 6rgiitlenen yeni ‘ge¢is mekani’ tanimlarinin ortaya

konulmasidir.

Arastirmada; evin sinirlart ve gegis mekanlarinin olusum siirecleri, “bilingli kullanici
profili” olarak belirlenen “mimarlar” {izerinden incelenecektir. Bu dogrultuda
“Pandemi siirecinde ev igerisinde degisen mekan algisinin kullanicinin mekansal
kullanim semalarina etkisi nasil olmustur?” sorusuna yanit aranmaktadir. Arastirma
is18inda “Ev bireyin 6zel alani olmasi bakimindan degisimin etki ettigi birincil
mekandir ve ozellikle kitlesel etki diizeyi olan pandemi ile bu degisim evin

sinirlarmin - yeniden taniminda mekansal olarak somutlagmistir” hipotezini



kanitlamak amaglanmistir. Arastirmada protokol analizi, veri toplama yontemi olarak
kullanilmaktadir. Nicel veri toplama tekniklerinden olan anket arastirmasi ve
yapilandirilmis  gériismeler baglaminda protokol analizi  desteklenmektedir.
Aragtirmanin sonucunda; katilimcilarin pandemi siirecinde evin sinirlar ile ilgili alg
ve kullanimlarindaki degisimlerin mekansal yansimalarinin “gecis mekani” tanimi
tizerinden bulunmasi hedeflenmektedir. Katilimcilarin farkliliklar ile evde pandemi
sonrasi kullanim etki dilizeyi arasinda anlamli bir farklilasma olup olmadigi

degerlendirilmektedir.

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ABSTRACT

NEW TRANSITION SPACES EMERGING WITH THE BOUNDARIES OF
HOUSE THAT CHANGED DURING THE PANDEMIC

From the day it emerged as a sheltering unit, house has held different social and
cultural backgrounds and has different answers to the needs of each period. It was
influenced by social structures and habits, cultural savings, and events in history. But
it is home where one unwittingly reflects and shapes life, habits, preferences, and, in
short, everyday life. With the Covid-19 pandemic, the first impact of new habits and
lifestyles has been on our lives. The purpose of this study; is to discuss the
transformation of the concept of home and transition spaces within the house due to
the pandemic and to introduce new definitions of ‘transition space’ organized with

the changing boundaries of the house.

The research will review the border and transit locations of the house through
“architects”, which are determined as “conscious user profile”. In this respect, “How
does the changing perception of space in the house affect the user’s spatial use
schemes during pandemic?” was the way of looking for an answer to this question. In
the light of research, the study was intended to prove the hypothesis that “home is the
primary place where change is impacted in terms of being the private space of the
individual, and especially with pandemic, which especially the level of mass impact,

this change is spatially embodied in the redefinition of the boundaries of home.”
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Protocol analysis is used as a data collection method in the research. Protocol
analysis is supported in the context of survey research and structured interviews from
quantitative data collection techniques. As a result of the research; it is aimed to find
the spatial reflections of the changes in the participant’s perception and use of the
boundaries of the house during the pandemic process through the definition of
“transition space”. It is evaluated whether there is a meaningful difference between

the participants' differences and the level of use after the pandemic at home.
