Bu ¢alismanin konusu, tarihsel baglamda koceklik gelenegi, gelenegin giiniimiizde
sirdiiriilme bi¢cimi ve bu gelenegin toplumsal algilanisidir. Hedef, dans sanatinda erkek
danscrya yonelik 6nyargiy: tarihsel bir baglamda incelemektir.

Arastirmada, dans sanati tarihsel olarak ele alinmis, Batili erkek dans¢inin konumu
incelenerek bu tarihsellige toplumsal cinsiyet unsuru eklenmistir. Daha sonra, vaka incelemesi
olarak kogeklik gelenegiyle ilgili yazili kaynaklar ele alinmis, batili gezginlerin gozlemlerindeki
oryantalist bakis irdelenmistir.

Koceklik gelenegiyle ilgili kisisel deneyimleri bulunan kimselerle goriisiilmiis; sozlii tarih
yonteminin belli unsurlarindan yararlamlarak bu Kkisilerin kendi sézlerini sdylemelerini
saglamak hedeflenmistir. Goriismelerde ve yazili kaynaklarda ortaya ¢ikan escinsellik korkusu
iceren yaklasimlar ayrintili bir bicimde ele alimmstir.

Arastirma, erkek dansciya yonelik onyargih bakisin farkh tarihsel kosullarda ve
cografyalarda siireklilide sahip oldugunu ortaya ¢ikarmistir. Caligmayla, kaliplasmig goriinen
toplumsal cinsiyet kimliklerinin degiskenligini ortaya ¢ikarmak ve dans sanatinda daha ozgiir
anlatim bicimlerinin yaratilabilecegini gostermek amaclanmistir.

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ABSTRACT

ANALYSIS OF THE PREJUDICES AGAINST THE MALE DANCER IN THE CASE OF
“SINOP KOCEKS”

This study deals with the kiocek tradition in historical context, this tradition’s continuity
in today’s conditions and its social status. It sets out to analyse those questions in the context of
the prejudice against the male dancer.

To get a historical context, the study has began with the analysis of the history of the art
of the dance. A gender perspective is added by discussing western male dancer’s position in that
history. In the light of those discussions, written documents on the kogek tradition have been
analysed and western travelers’ accounts’ orientalist content has been taken into consideration.

For the study, people accustomed to that tradition have been interviewed. The method of
oral history has been purposefully chosen to give to those people an opportunity to express their
thoughts and feelings. Moreover, interviews facilitated to get information about the tradition’s
continuity in today’s conditions. In conclusion chapter, homophobical approach in all those
resources has been analysed.

The study has revealed that the prejudice against the male dancer has continuity in
different historical conditions and localities. It aimed to reveal changeability of gender roles and
freer expressions forms in the art of dance.
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
